Stephan Martineau of SIFCO attended the meeting to discuss with Council the possibility of SIFCO undertaking an interface fire protection program for the Village on lands located on the easterly side of Highway 6 across from the Village.





Council authorized Stephan Martineau of SIFCO to submit, on behalf of the Village of Slocan, a Fuel Management Prescription Application for the April 27, 2012 deadline, for approximately 85 hectares of land located on the easterly side of Highway 6 across from the Village. Council agreed that the Village’s portion of the cost of funding the Fuel Management Prescription Application must not exceed $3,000. Council will submit a request for 50% funding assistance of the Village’s portion of the Fuel Management Prescription Application to RDCK Area H Director Popoff.





Council dissolved the Waterfront Select Committee, previously created by Village Council on July 9, 2008. 	





At the Regular Council Meeting of February 13, 2012 Mr. Jamie Ingram, representing the Slocan Curling Club, attended the meeting to address the compressor payments owed to the Village under the terms of the License of Occupation for the Slocan Curling Rink. The License to Occupy (LTO) is for a 5-year term expiring on December 14, 2014 with an option to renew. The repayment of the costs for installation of the compressor and motor is a requirement of the LTO. 


	Council referred the matter to a Regular Meeting of Council following a meeting between the Curling Club and Village Council.





Council received a staff report providing details on the requirements of Section 168 of the Community Charter on the remuneration, expenses and benefits or contracts paid to each member of Council.





Village Council agreed to renew the License of Occupation for an additional two year term with Branch #276 of the Royal Canadian Legion for their use of the Silvery Slocan Hall.	


	


Council agreed to list for sale surplus Village equipment: 


1989 GMC 7000 single axle dump truck/ belly plow with a minimum bid of $7,000 


1994 Trail Tech 10 ton, 22’ equipment trailer, with a minimum bid of $7,500.





Council agreed to permit the Slocan Valley Outriders Association to construct a replacement pit toilet on the riding grounds; construction to be consistent with the Province of BC, Provincial Parks Facility Standards.





Council tabled a decision on hiring a building inspection service provider to complete an inspection / assessment of the WI Hall. The matter was referred to staff for further investigation.	





Council reviewed a staff financial report summarizing the Village’s 2011 general revenues, general expenditures and water utility. Staff presented to Council a draft of the Audited Financial Statements as prepared by auditors Berg, Naqvi, Lehmann, Chartered Accountants.


	The 2011 Audited Financial Statements were accepted as presented.





Financial Plan (2012 – 2016) Bylaw No. 622, 2012 was given 1st, 2nd & 3rd readings.


	


Council set April 12, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. as the date and time for the public consultation process on the Financial Plan (2012 – 2016).





A Special Meeting of Council is scheduled for April 12, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. to give final consideration to the 2012 Budget, Financial Plan (2012 – 2016) Bylaw No. 622 and the Annual Tax Rate Bylaw No. 623.





The Annual Tax Rate Bylaw No. 623, 2012 was given 1st, 2nd  &3rd readings





Staff provided Council a draft of the Village of Slocan Solid Waste and Wildlife Attractant Bylaw. The new bylaw would replace the current bylaw which was originally adopted in 1968. Council referred the bylaw to the June 11, 2012 Regular Meeting for consideration.
