At the November 9th meeting, the Mayor committed to schedule meetings in the New Year with stakeholders, business owners and volunteer committee/user groups in Slocan. The purpose of these meetings was to connect with these organizations to discuss their future goals/activities, with hopes to better help support their efforts. During the month of January the Mayor and CAO met with 12 groups. If you have not had your meeting, please feel free to book an appointment at the Village Office.





Council adopted the draft 4-year Village of Slocan Strategic Community Energy & Emissions Plan (SCEEP) for immediate and ongoing action implementation to support the OCP GHG target reductions of 33% below 2007 levels by 2020.





A draft Fitness Center Policy was received for Council’s consideration. Upon staff review, it was discovered that the current committee was a ‘select’ committee and should be changed to a ‘standing’ committee. Staff has been directed to draft a standing committee Terms-of-Reference and a user policy based on the Fitness Center’s submission.





Council agreed to approve and submit a joint letter with the Slocan Valley Seniors Housing Society, to BC Ministers, requesting Ministerial support for the Slocan Housing Project.





A proposal was received to operate a mobile food vendor cart during the 2016 summer months on the west side of the beachfront. Council supported the proposal in principle, provided all conditions and requirements are met, and has requested the proponent provide details about the cart prior to them purchasing.
