Councillors Perriere and Van Bynen will attend the 2016 UBCM Convention in Victoria as voting delegates on behalf of the Village, and Mayor Lunn will attend on behalf of the Village and RDCK


Whereas no comments or objections were received after posting notice of disposition, Council resolved to confirm intention to dispose of Village-owned lands, by way of long-term lease, to the Slocan Valley Seniors Housing Society. Staff were authorized to sign the MOU stating such, and Council will support initiation of the Re-Zone process. Council resolved to waive the fees for application to amend the Zoning and OCP Bylaws, and fees for the Development Permit Application.


Staff will put a call out to residents and local communities to see who would be interested in purchasing a re-purposed rain barrel as part of a Village water conservation initiative.


Staff were directed to gather feedback from the public, to see who would be interested in attending a free movie night at the ball park, as the cost to the Village would be $625+tx.


Council approved a Cemetery variance request to allow for an upright monument style marker to be placed at plot J-43.


The Slocan Fitness Center will be closed temporarily from August 14th – 16th for painting.


The Village has recently received permission from Springer Creek Forest Products to extend the parking area currently used at the beach, and permission for the opening of Harold Street. The Village will try to encourage beach parking access via Harold Street and boat access via Main Street. This is a temporary solution and staff will be observing how traffic patterns are demonstrated.


Councillor Perriere reported on a meeting of the Slocan 110th Birthday Committee. A motion was carried by the group, to dissolve the Committee and transfer balance of funds to the Spirit of Slocan Committee.


An animal control update was received. Staff are researching long term solutions for animal control – creation of a service will take time – to adopt appropriate bylaws (including a municipal ticketing information system), conduct a Village AAP process or referendum if necessary, hire a contractor, and arrange administration. Staff has proposed a short term solution and Council granted permission for a “spot check” officer to be hired, to assist with control of dogs, primarily at the beach.
